Students are assessed continuously through
various eval uation processes at college and University |evel.

Conti nuous eval uation is made through G oup D scussion, Unit Tests,
Assignnments Subm ssion, Field Visit / Field Wrk(

Educat i on, Geogr aphy, Hi story, Soiciol ogy) and Sem nars Presentati on.
We conduct 1 tutorial, 1 internal assessnent,class test and viva

voi ce per paper. Unit tests are conducted regularly as per the
schedul e given in academ c calendar. In case of internal tutoria

and internal assessnent exam nations usually four faculty nenbers
check and eval uate one single paper. At the end of each exam nation
the Principal verifies the internal marks of all the students. Marks
are displayed in the notice board. In case of final exam nation,the
Control l er of Exam nations, University of GourBanga, Mal da, issues
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appointnent letters to the teachers for paper setting , noderation
,and eval uati on of answer scripts.Online exam nation system has been
i ntroduced both by the Controller of Exam nations, University of
Gour Banga, and the authority of

Gour Mahavi dyal aya, Mangal bari, M da, si nce 2019. Unsuccessful | students
or unsatisfied students can apply for reassessnent and scrutiny.

At Institute level, effective inplenentation of tutoria
and internal assessnent test takes place and results are decl ared

W thin one week. As per the resolutions adopted in the neeting

of Academ ¢ council and Exam nation Committee, Internal Assessnent
Exam nation Schedul e is prepared. Based on the Academ c Cal endar, W
conduct the Internal Assessnent exam nation. The tinetable for the
Assessnment test is prepared by the Academ c Council and Exam nati on
Comm ttee and upl oaded in the Coll ege website and notice board. The
col | egeconducts internal assessnent exam nation( 10 narks) and
tutorial exam nation(8 marks) of each paper.Results are decl ared

w thin one week. The eval uated answer sheets are distributed to the
students to see their answer scripts and to discuss with respective
faculty nmenbers. The student can approach the teachers in case they
need a clarification on the award of marks based on the schene of
val uation discussed in the class.

External exam ners
are appointed by the Controller of Exam nations, University of Gour
Banga, for each subjects/papers to eval uate answer scripts .Afeter
